WORKSHOPS

• Being held in each of the selected regions in 2019-2023

• Participation open to all Catholic Religious (from any 
congregation or diocese) and their ministry partners in the 
selected regions

• Short-term component: multiple days of dialogue and 
planning among members of different congregations and 
partner organizations

• Long-term component: collaboration to design and realise
campaigns for systemic change in each region



CAMPAIGNS

Following the days of dialogue in Zimbabwe, the JCoR network will:

• Facilitate your continued contact and collaboration with one another 
via e-mail, phone, or in-person meetings

• Guide and support you in taking collective actions aimed at your 
selected issue(s) of concern

• Coordinate your messages and efforts with the advocacy efforts of 
those representing Religious congregations at UN (i.e. reinforce and 
complement at the global level the actions and messages you 
generate at the local or national levels)
